COURSE DESCRIPTION:
Spanish II, a continuation of Spanish I, is a highly structured academic elective.  This course continues the emphasis on oral communication based on the framework which is the TEKS program goal of communication, culture, connections, comparisons and communities.  Class participation is essential in order to develop this oral proficiency.  Listening, reading, and writing will also continue to be developed.  This course includes the study of cultures of Spanish-speaking countries.  This course will include exams, quizzes (oral and written), homework (study and written – a minimum of 20 minutes EACH NIGHT) and special projects (oral and written).

OBJECTIVES:
At the end of this program, the student should be able to:

· communicate using the skills of listening, speaking, reading, and writing in the range of Novice-High to Intermediate-Mid (ACTFL Proficiency Guidelines)

· discuss varied topics related to the cultures of Spanish-speaking countries

· make connections with other subject areas in Spanish and acquire information

· develop insight into the nature of the Spanish language and culture by comparing them with the student’s own language and culture.

· Participate in his/her own community by using Spanish

PARTICIPATION POLICY:
Participation is essential in order to develop oral proficiency and attain the Novice-High to Intermediate-Mid range by the end of the year.  In order to do this, the following are the EXPECTATIONS with regard to participation:

· Participate to the best of your ability in EVERY paired or group activity.

· Use Spanish inside and outside the classroom as much as possible with friends and the teacher.

· Volunteer answers in the classroom as much as possible.

· In order to keep up with the class and to participate fully, always bring your required materials to class!

DAILY/ HOMEWORK POLICY/ TUTORING:
The purpose of homework is to extend both the frequency and the total time the learner is practicing Spanish.   It needs to be totally completed.  No credit is given for incomplete, late or unexcused work.  (Extenuating circumstances will be dealt with individually).  Daily/ homework will either be graded for accuracy or a completion grade.  

I am available for tutoring by appointment in my classroom.  Tutoring is available with an Eanes ISD Spanish teacher in the NGC Learning Center on Monday / Wednesday afternoons from 4:30-6:00pm and on Tuesday / Thursday evening from 6:00-8:00pm.
RETEST POLICY:

If a student fails an exam (a 69 or below), he or she may retest only one exam per nine week period.  Before retesting, the student must attend tutoring with the teacher for a minimum of two tutoring sessions.  After the two days of tutoring, the student may retest on the third day.  The max score on a retest is a 70.

TARDY POLICY:

The tardy policy, as outlined in the student handbook, will be followed.  A student must be in the classroom before the tardy bell rings.  A tardy student will NOT receive credit for any homework collected, class work completed, or quiz taken while the student is out of class.  (Extenuating circumstances will be dealt with individually).

MAKE-UP POLICY:
Make-up work is the responsibility of the student.  The make-up policy for absences is described in the Student Handbook.  If a student is absent for a school activity, s/he is required to notify the teacher the day BEFORE the absence (or earlier) to get assignments and schedule any make-up quizzes or exams.  Make-up quizzes and exams are scheduled at the teacher’s discretion.

ELIGIBILITY:
Eligibility follows UIL guidelines as stated in the Student Handbook, meaning “No pass, No play”.

GENERAL CLASSROOM MANAGEMENT AND CLASSROOM RULES:
Discipline will follow procedures as outlined in the Student Handbook.

1. Bring iPad fully charged and materials to class every day.

3. Do not work on other subjects unless you have permission.

4. Be considerate and respectful of people and their property.

7. Take care of all administrative passes prior to class.  (i.e., doctor’s appointments, clearing of absences, etc…)

8. Take care of all restroom related issues prior to class.

9. SPEAK SPANISH DURING CLASS!  (Remember the "Palabra de Honor", especially during second semester.)

iPAD RULES DURING SPANISH CLASS:
