COURSE DESCRIPTION:  

Spanish III Pre-AP focuses on concentrated practice of the language skills.  Spanish is exclusively the language of the classroom.  English is used by the teacher to clarify difficult concepts.  Active participation by the student is an essential part of the course.  Emphasis is placed on the student's communicative skills and fluency.  All four language skills:  listening, speaking, reading, and writing, continue to be developed as well as a better understanding of Hispanic and Spanish cultures.
OBJECTIVES:


The Spanish III student will be able to:

1. …understand the language with ease as spoken by a variety of speakers.

2. …speak comfortably about a variety of topics involving familiar situations.

3. …comprehend and discuss short stories, articles, poems, and plays.

4. …write organized compositions focusing on accurate grammar, level III  

            vocabulary, transition words, etc.

5. …discuss in Spanish the culture and history of the Spanish-speaking people.

6. …make oral presentations based on a variety of topics.
